Datri Bean combines languid 1930õs jazz style original 
melodies with intimate, quirky lyrics for a lazy afternoon 
on the porch feeling.  Her piano playing ranges from folksy 
ragtime to classical to klezmer, and her vocals òrecall 
Billie Holiday, only with sheer joy replacing all that pain.ó

Bean was raised in a rodeo family on the plains of 
Wyoming. Listening to her motherõs scratchy Scott Joplin 
records, at the age of þve, she began to study piano. She 
later studied at the Boston Conservatory of Music, but 
found it a bit stuffy, so she quickly high-tailed it for Austin, 
Texas.

She kicked around here and there, eventually landing in 
a big house full of jazz musicians, hooligans, exchange 
students and bike mechanics, from whom she learned to 
play jazz, þx bicycles, speak Russian and drink hooch- all 
at the same time.

Her ten-song all original debut album Slow Down 
Summertime has gained national attention from radio and 
press, and was picked up for release in Japan by Buffalo 
Records immediately upon its US release.  About.com 
called Datri òOne of the best folk artists you havenõt 
heard of.ó  Performing Songwriter named Slow Down 
Summertime one of the top þve DIY albums of 2006.
